FINAL PAYMENT

Final Payments are due in our office by May 15th. Any camper with a remaining balance will be
prohibited from checking into camp. We do not accept final payments at camp. Final payments
can be paid via mail, over the phone, or through your online account. If you are unsure about

CANCELLATION POLICY

Any Camper who must cancel their registration more than fifteen (15) days prior to the camp start
date will receive a voucher equal to the full amount of camp tuition already paid which may be
used toward any program or camp offered by eCamps. If a camper must cancel their registra-
tion fourteen (14) days or fewer prior to the start of camp, eCamps will issue camper or parent a
voucher equal to 50% of the camp tuition, which can be transferred to a future program or camp
within the same calendar year or next calendar year. The voucher is also transferable to another
family member and is good for any camp offered by eCamps within one year of the date of
purchase. Camp vouchers are not extended to campers who leave camp after the start of a ses-
sion. Cash refunds are not offered under any circumstances. If eCamps Sports Network is forced
to postpone your child’s 2020 summer camp due to the facility being closed or by government
mandate, you will receive a camp credit voucher for tuition fees paid (never expires, fully
transferable for any sport).

CHECK-IN

Camp registration will take place at “280" which is the name of our dorm, located at 280 College Street. Fol-
low the yellow directional arrows, on the map, for drop off and pick up. Mountain Ave will be used as both

a drop-off and pick-up location, with additional street parking available on College Street.Dinner will be the
first meal served.

CHECK-OUT

Campers will check out at 12pm at the check-in location. Parents are encouraged to attend the
morning session of games on the last day starting at 9:30am! Check-out will occur immediately
after the closing ceremony at 11:30am.

EXTENDED DAY CAMPERS

Please arrive dressed and ready to play on the first day. Tip: the length of registration is for campers
to move into their dorms therefore you can arrive closer to 1:00pm. Check in with staff at check-in
for the appropriate pick up and drop off location for the consecutive days. Typically, you will arrive
just before the 9:00am session and depart at 8:30PM, after the evening scrimmage

CELL PHONE POLICY

In order to provide the ideal camper experience, we believe in limiting the use of cell phones and
other electronic devices while at camp. Use of phones is not permitted during the instructional
blocks of camp, including on-field and classroom sessions. We feel this will minimize distractions
to the learning environment, help maintain an inclusive atmosphere and alleviate potential prob-
lems that can detract from the overall experience for everyone.

Phone use will be allowed during in the mornings prior to morning session, at lunch, and for over-
night camps before and after the evening session. We will still encourage players to minimize their
time on devices in order to interact and engage with other campers, but understand they might
want the chance to call home, text friends, etc.

Please note that while our staff will be going over the policy, they will not be collecting camper
devices so we ask all of our participants to respect and abide by these rules during camp.

HEALTH FORMS

Every camper must have the attached health history and release form filled out in order to attend
camp. This form should be brought to camp and handed in at check in- please do not mail ahead.

*A physician’s signature is required on this form ONLY if you are attending a camp in CT, MA or NY.
An attached physicians signed physical form from within two years will suffice. Camps in CT require
the 'Administration of Medication’ form for any medication brought to camp--this form can be
found on FHCamps.com
